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It will also provide needed space for their many
ministries and activities. The biggest challenge
of course is the cost to raise the funds to
purchase the building. They need to raise at
least 1.3 million dollars.

We are asking individuals, churches and
congregations to join together in raising these
funds for the glory of the Lord by bringing a
First Fruits offering that we can “Wave” before
the Lord. We would ask you, as a church
board,or individual, to prayerfully consider
what the Lord would want you to give as a
“First Fruits Offering” to help the Messianic
Community in Calgary to become established
in their own place of worship.

As the apostle Paul reminded us in Romans
15:27, “For you see, the believers in Macedonia
and Achaia have eagerly taken up an offering
for the believing saints in Jerusalem. They were
glad to do this because they feel they owe a real
debt to them. Since the Gentiles received the
spiritual blessings of the Good News from the
believers in Jerusalem, they feel the least they can
do in return is to help them financially.”

If you are able to attend this special service we
invite you to come and bring your First Fruits
Offering in person or mail it by May 21 so that
we might present this offering to the Lord.

While the
temple was still
standing, Shavuot

was one of the three

Jews would come to Jerusalem to make a
sacrifice of the first fruits of their crops. God
commanded that on this day a special First
Fruits offering of two loaves of bread were to
be waved before the Lord.
